a. 200 people were sick in 26 states and 3 were dead



i. Illness was thought to be due to feral pigs running through fields


b. April, 2008, 1,442 people became infected with Salmonella

i. Illness was thought to be traced back to tomatoes and people working with tomatoes in restaurants


c. Summer, 2008, another Salmonella Outbreak



i. Illness was thought to be traced back to Jalapeno peppers in Mexico



ii. Same genetic strain found in water pipes

VI. E.coli Outbreak in Wales

a. People who made “summer” sausage were found to use the same utensils on raw meat as cooked meat
b. Pathogens are present wherever food is grown

c. Don’t eat poop!

d. Heat food to a safe level
