18 years of age. Due to liability concerns, we must adhere to that, and, effective
January 1, 2009, all active participants in the spay/neuter/vaccine clinics must be at
least 18 years of age. Second, all student participants 18 years or older must
participate as an observer of at least two clinics prior to working “hands-on” with
the animals.

These changes are made not only to protect the animals we are assisting, but also
those who participate. With these two changes in place, | am confident the liability
of Friends of Felines and College Road Animal Hospital will not be compromised.
